June 6, 2016 Borough Council Meeting

The regular monthly meeting of the Stewartstown Borough Council was called to order at 7:00 p.m. In attendance were: Gordon Wisnom, Roy Burkins, Donna Bloom, Kenton Kurtz, Bill Gemmill and Polly Kreiss. Also in attendance were: Mayor Hertzberger, Attorney Craig Sharnetzka, Dennis Sarpen, Melissa Matthews and Ira Walker. Michael Ellinger was absent. 
GENERAL BUSINESS
Ms. Bloom made a motion to approve the minutes from the May 2, 2016 Council meeting. Ms. Kreiss seconded and the motion was carried.
Mr. Burkins made a motion to approve the general fund financial statements, including checks dated April 30th thru June 3rd, 2016 totaling $10,812.47 seconded by Ms. Kreiss and the motion was carried. 
Ms. Kreiss made a motion to approve the sewer fund financial statement, including checks dated April 30th thru June 3rd, 2016 totaling $38,739.59 seconded by Mr. Burkins and the motion was carried.  
Ms. Kreiss made a motion to approve the water fund financial statement, including checks dated April 30th thru June 3rd, 2016 totaling $39,228.96 seconded by Ms. Bloom and the motion was carried. 
PUBLIC COMMENT

Council recognized James Roberts of 13 E. Pennsylvania Ave.  Mr. Roberts wished to discuss a two-and-a-half-foot deep hole in his yard.  He states that the road has sunk near the hole so the water runoff does not go to the sewer hole as it should.  Mr. Sarpen thinks it may be a collapsed metal pipe that has rusted and collapsed.  York County is doing an income survey for sidewalk work, but not for the work on the road.  Ms. Bloom made a motion to fix the area so the water flows properly.  Mr. Gemmill seconded and the motion was carried.  Mr. Sarpen will contact Aaron Manifold to fix. 
SOLICITOR’S REPORT
Attorney Sharnetzka stated his office received notification that other attorneys are contacting municipalities and businesses regarding their websites and the ADA compliance of the website.  Attorney Sharnetzka will send the notice to the Borough Office. 

The issue of the drive at 9 Hill Street was discussed.  The pavers have been installed and the property owner has stated he will be planting grass around it.  

ENGINEER’S REPORT

Mr. Sarpen stated that the property owner of Chantilear Court does not want to share the cost of $4,600 to fix the water issue there.  The Borough Solicitor will review the issue and determine who needs to pay for the work.  There is speculation that the fix is sending water into the sewer system.  Ms. Bloom made a motion to investigate the issue and authorize the Borough Solicitor to accompany the Engineer to look at the property and find out where the water is going.  A warrant may be necessary.  Ms. Kreiss seconded and the motion as carried. 

The Dollar General is scheduled to open on Friday.  They do not have a U&O permit as yet.  They might obtain a Conditional U & O.  Mr. Sarpen will do a final inspection to make sure the building is built per the plan.  

The Ravencliff development has been conditionally approved.  A survey of the adjoining property to allow the water and sewer to be placed down Bronson Avenue will be completed.  The Authority has to approve the water and sewer claims.    
OPERATOR’S REPORT
Mr. Walker presented his report to Council. 
Ms. Bloom to approve the cost of $1,322.75 for a "spray bar" assembly from Hydro Dyne.  Mr. Gemmill seconded and the motion was carried. 
Mr. Burkins made a motion to approve the purchase of lab supplies for the sewer and water department from Hach Co for a cost of $264.69.  Mr. Kurtz seconded and the motion was carried. 

Mr. Kurtz made a motion to approve the cost not to exceed $6,000 to be added to the 2017 budget for a leak detection device from Exeter Supply.  Ms. Bloom seconded and the motion was carried. 

 MAYOR’S REPORT

Mayor Herzberger stated volunteers are needed as role models for Junior Achievement. 
He distributed 170 Patriot Program Certificates at Stewartstown Elementary.  

A letter from Southern Regional Police Commission was received.  A formula for computing the cost of coverage will need to be drafted and 100% agreement must be made to make a change.  

Stewartstown currently has an excessive amount of random patrols.  The Mayor believes the random patrols should be based on actual road miles.  If this is used, then Stewartstown has paid $70,000 more than they should.  Glen Rock has set a limit on what they will spend and will not spend more.  Mr. Kurtz made a motion to continue on a “Police hours” basis for formula, subject to a more equitable patrol assignment.  Ms. Bloom seconded and the motion was carried.  The speed monitor on Mill Street is temporary, the Police move the equipment all over the municipalities randomly.  
PRESIDENT’S REPORT

The Planning Commission reviewed the Storm Water Management Ordinance and made a motion to give preliminary approval as written, subject to review by the Borough Engineer due to its highly technical nature.  Mr. Burkins made a motion to allow the Borough Engineer to review and it will be approved based on his approval.  Ms. Bloom seconded and the motion was carried. 

The monthly Borough's Association meeting will be Thursday, June 23rd at William Kain Park Bass Pavilion. County Commissioners will speak on topics of interest in County Government.  Please let Ms. Matthews know by Friday, June 10th if anyone wants to attend. 

Mr. Kurtz made a motion to appoint Terrell Turner to replace Dave Stampler on the Planning Commission for a term through 12/31/2018.  Ms. Bloom seconded and the motion was carried.  
There being no further business, Mr. Kurtz made a motion to adjourn, seconded by Mr. Burkins and the Stewartstown Borough Council meeting adjourned at 7:59 pm.
