March 7, 2016 Borough Council Meeting

The regular monthly meeting of the Stewartstown Borough Council was called to order at 7:00 p.m. In attendance were: Gordon Wisnom, Roy Burkins, Donna Bloom, Kenton Kurtz, Michael Ellinger, Bill Gemmill and Polly Kreiss. Also in attendance were: Mayor Herzberger, Attorney Craig Sharnetzka, Stacy Myers, Dennis Sarpen and Ira Walker. 
GENERAL BUSINESS
Mr. Burkins made a motion to approve the minutes from the February 1, 2016 Council meeting. Ms. Kreiss seconded and the motion was carried.
Mr. Ellinger made a motion to approve the general fund financial statements, including checks dated January 30th thru February 29th, 2016 totaling $43,387.42 seconded by Ms. Kreiss and the motion was carried.  
Mr. Kurtz made a motion to approve the sewer fund financial statement, including checks dated January 30th thru February 29th, 2016 totaling $265,163.31 seconded by Mr. Burkins and the motion was carried.  
Ms. Kreiss made a motion to approve the water fund financial statement, including checks dated January 30th thru February 29th, 2016 totaling $41,537.10 seconded by Mr. Burkins and the motion was carried. 
PUBLIC COMMENT

Council recognized Earl Long.  Mr. Long wished to discuss recycling pick up on windy days which causes the recycling to be scattered.  He is asking for the recycling to be picked up earlier, ask people to be considerate of neighbors by not sitting recycling out on windy days or to put the recycling in a tied plastic bag.  He asked that notices be placed in the quarterly newsletter and/or on the website.  

Mr. Gemmill stated that the embankment at the Church Street property is falling again and might need to be redone.  The supervisor of Penn Waste will be looking at the bank to see what can be done. 
SOLICITOR’S REPORT
Attorney Sharnetzka stated that the property on 9 N. Hill (Country Corner) does have a permit from PADOT for a limited-use commercial drive which allows 2-4 cars per hour or 50-100 cars per day.  The Land Development Plan called for grass or pavers with grass cover.  It was the consensus of Council to allow Attorney Sharnetzka to send a letter that no further enforcement will be pursued as long as he puts in the pavers with grass within 60 days.   Mr. Wisnom abstained from this motion. 
Terry Ruby of the York County Planning Commission will be out to discuss the anticipated Storm Water Management bill requirements.  The Planning Commission will meet and discuss this issue and present the requirements to Council. 
The Employee Handbook is almost completed.  Attorney Sharnetzka will meet with Mr. Kurtz to discuss. 

ENGINEER’S REPORT

Mr. Sarpen stated that the plan for the 55-unit Ravenscliffe development will be sent to the Planning Commission.  This development will be completed in 2 phases.  A letter of credit will be needed for the streets and development. 
Mr. Sarpen asked what Street work will need to be done for 2016. Grants will not be received until 2017.  The Streets and Roads committee will review the list and also the possible funding from the fuels fund. 

OPERATOR’S REPORT
Mr. Walker presented his report to Council. 
Mr. Ellinger made a motion to approve the cost of $1251.25 for the replacement meter at Saubel's. Ms. Bloom seconded and the motion was carried.

Ms. Kreiss made a motion to approve the expense of $468.25 to M&G Fuel Service for 334.7 gallons of diesel fuel for the diesel tank for the plant generator.  Ms. Bloom seconded and the motion was carried. 

Ms. Bloom made a motion to approve the cost of $495 for Mr. Walker, Tracy and Tony to attend a sewer/water class at Penn State Harrisburg on March 10.  Mr. Burkins seconded and the motion was carried. 

Mr. Gemmill made a motion to approve the replacement of the air compressor at well house #6 (Trout Lane) for a cost of $244.13 from Grainger.  Mr. Kurtz seconded and the motion was carried.

Mr. Ellinger made a motion to approve the purchase of a new actuator for Tank #1A at the sewer plant for $800 and also to send the broken one out for refurbishing at a cost of $2038.  Mr. Kurtz seconded and the motion was carried. 
Mr. Long questioned the status of rebuilding the Highland Manor well house.  He was told that the work was going out for bid this spring.

No electronic recycling is being received right now. 

TREASURER'S REPORT

Ms. Myers stated that capitalization threshold should be increased.  Right now the marker for the auditors to review expenses is $500; the accountant suggested increasing that to $5000.  Mr. Burkins made a motion to increase the threshold to $3,000 retroactive to January 2015.  Mr. Gemmill seconded and the motion was carried.  

Ms. Myers also discussed the time frame for snow removal.  The Ordinance will need to be revised.  Mr. Burkins will investigate the enforcement of Ordinances with the Police Department at the April 4th meeting. 

The Liquid Fuels received for 2016 was $58,311.08.

MAYOR’S REPORT

Mayor Herzberger stated that an audit is being completed by Southern Regional Police Commission for changing the formula for billing police services by jurisdiction. 
PRESIDENT’S REPORT

Mr. Gemmill stated that he received a complaint regarding snow plowing at the Veterinarian’s office and plowing snow into a bush. 
Mr. Burkins reported that he has received quotes for the bathroom in the apartment upstairs.  However, only one quote from D&D was in writing for an amount of $1260 for the inside fan.  Mr. Gemmill made a motion to approve the quote from D&D since it was in writing.  Ms. Bloom seconded and the motion was carried. 

There being no further business, Mr. Ellinger made a motion to adjourn, seconded by Mr. Burkins and the Stewartstown Borough Council meeting adjourned at 8:53 pm.
