November 2, 2015 Borough Council Meeting

The regular monthly meeting of the Stewartstown Borough Council was called to order at 7:00 p.m. In attendance were: Gordon Wisnom, Roy Burkins, Jerry Writer, Kenton Kurtz, Michael Ellinger, Bill Gemmill and Polly Kreiss. Also in attendance were: Mayor Herzberger, Attorney Craig Sharnetzka, Stacy Myers, Dennis Sarpen and Ira Walker. 
The meeting began with the Pledge of Allegiance. 

GENERAL BUSINESS
Mr. Ellinger made a motion to approve the minutes from the October 5, 2015 Council meeting. Mr. Burkins seconded and the motion was carried.
Mr. Ellinger made a motion to approve the general fund financial statements, including checks dated October 2nd through October 30th, 2015 totaling $152,316.38, seconded by Ms. Kreiss and the motion was carried.  
Ms. Kreiss made a motion to approve the sewer fund financial statement, including checks dated October 2nd through October 30th, 2015 totaling $48,761.06 seconded by Mr. Burkins and the motion was carried.  
Mr. Kurtz made a motion to approve the water fund financial statement, including checks dated October 2nd through October 30th, 2015 totaling $39,104.11 seconded by Ms. Kreiss and the motion was carried.
PUBLIC COMMENT

Don Linebaugh of the Stewartstown Historical Society was recognized by Council.  Mr. Linebaugh is asking the Borough to provide annual support to the Historical Society.  Hopewell and East Hopewell Township supports the Society now.  The Society consists of 125 members and has an annual budget of $7800.  Mr. Gemmill made a motion to provide two contributions per year in the amount of $500, one on January 1st and other on June 1st from the General Funds Budget.  Mr. Kurtz seconded and the motion was carried.  Mr. Linebaugh thanked Council.

SOLICITOR’S REPORT
Attorney Sharnetzka stated that, as a follow up to the October meeting, he sent a letter to the owner of 9 N. Hill.  The letter gives the owner until December 31, 2015 to make the necessary corrections to his property per the Land Development Plan.  As of today, there are no inspections to make sure the work that is done to a property complies with the plan before a Use & Occupancy Certificate is issued.  Attorney Sharnetzka agreed to talk to the Zoning Officer and also to communicate with the Commonwealth. 
ENGINEER’S REPORT

Mr. Sarpen had nothing to report.
OPERATOR’S REPORT
Mr. Walker presented his report for Council. 
Mr. Kurtz made a motion to approve up to $6,500 to Control Systems 21 for the cost of repairs to the sludge pump on the belt press/bioset unit.  Ms. Kreiss seconded and the motion was carried.
Mr. Burkins made a motion to approve the cost of $82.47 to Stewartstown Service Center for the cost of a new door switch for Truck #3 (Sewer).  Mr. Gemmill seconded and the motion was carried.
MAYOR’S REPORT

Mayor Herzberger had a meeting with Police Commission to discuss the budget and membership issues.  
He also was invited to the New Door Ceremony at the Library, which will be held on November 7th at 8:30 am.
PRESIDENT’S REPORT

Mr. Ellinger made a motion to approve Ordinance 2015-3 (Solicitation Ordinance).  Mr. Gemmill seconded and the motion was carried. 
General Election is November 3rd, polls open at 7 am and close at 8 pm.

The Sewer and Water Authority will approve the 2016 Sewer and Water Budget at their November Meeting.  All 2016 Budgets must be adopted by Council at the December 7th Council Meeting. 

Mr. Kurtz made a motion to have CGA advertise Ordinance 2015-4, re-enacting the Real Estate Tax at 2.85 mills.  Ms. Kreiss seconded and the motion was carried. 

Mr. Kurtz made a motion to advertise a meeting for the 3rd Monday of November (November 16th, 2015) for Council.  Ms. Kreiss seconded and the motion was carried. 

Council recessed for an Executive Session at 7:45 pm.  Council reconvened at 7:56 pm. 
There being no further business, Mr. Burkins made a motion to adjourn, seconded by Mr. Ellinger and the Stewartstown Borough Council meeting adjourned at 7:56 pm.
