September 6, 2016 Borough Council Meeting

The regular monthly meeting of the Stewartstown Borough Council was called to order at 7:00 p.m. In attendance were: Bill Gemmill, Roy Burkins, Kenton Kurtz, Michael Ellinger, Polly Kreiss and Donna Bloom. Also in attendance were: Mayor Herzberger, Attorney Craig Sharnetzka, and Stacy Myers.  Gordon Wisnom, Dennis Sarpen and Ira Walker were absent. 
Mr. Gemmill chaired the meeting in Mr. Wisnom's absence. 

GENERAL BUSINESS
Mr. Ellinger made a motion to approve the minutes from the September 6, 2016 Council meeting.  Ms. Bloom seconded and the motion was carried.
Mr. Burkins made a motion to approve the general fund financial statements, including checks dated September 3rd thru September 28th, 2016 totaling $22,349.68 seconded by Ms. Kreiss and the motion was carried. 
Mr. Kurtz made a motion to approve the sewer fund financial statement, including checks dated September 3rd thru September 28th, 2016 totaling $94,322.25 seconded by Ms. Bloom and the motion was carried.  
Mr. Ellinger made a motion to approve the water fund financial statement, including checks dated September 3rd thru September 28th, 2016 totaling $90,870.48 seconded by Mr. Burkins and the motion was carried. 
PUBLIC COMMENT

There was no public comment at tonight's meeting. 
SOLICITOR’S REPORT

Attorney Sharnetzka discussed the temporary U&O for the Dollar General.  Mr. Sarpen has met with the contractor and Attorney Sharnetzka had drafted a Performance Agreement for $12,000.  A Performance Bond in the amount of $12,000 was received.  The bond is good for one year and will secure the performance of improvements that need to be completed.  Mr. Kurtz made a motion to approve the agreement and authorize Mr. Gemmill to sign.  Mr. Burkins seconded and the motion was carried.
The Planning Commission had a presentation from York County regarding the Regional Chesapeake Bay Pollutant Reduction Plan Rollover Program.  If Stewartstown was an MS-4 Municipality, a plan and permit for storm water would have to be completed by 2018.  Stewartstown Borough is not an MS-4 municipality.  There is no cost for the program but once a plan is drafted there will be fees involved.  Stewartstown Borough has a long way to go to meet the threshold requirements at this time, but it may be something to consider in the future.  Officially, Stewartstown Borough is working on a Storm Water Management Ordinance.  Mr. Ellinger made a motion to hold off participating in the Chesapeake Bay program at this time.  Mr. Kurtz seconded and the motion was carried.

The request by Messina Plaza to change the Ordinance to allow them to have more Commercial spaces for their building was discussed.  The Planning Commission recommended that Messina submit a Variance Request.  A copy of the Planning Commission minutes will be sent to them. 

Attorney Sharnetzka has no update on the Shenk issue.

TREASURER'S REPORT
Ms. Myers stated that Mane Street Station at 6 W. Pennsylvania wants a dumpster instead of paying the Borough for three units of trash like they currently do.  They have received a dumpster from Penn Waste and want to be relieved of the curbside garbage contract.  Mr. Burkins made a motion to allow 6 W. Pennsylvania to opt out of the garbage contract and use the dumpster.  Ms. Bloom seconded and the motion was carried. 

ENGINEER’S REPORT

Mr. Sarpen did not attend tonight's meeting. 
OPERATOR’S REPORT
Mr. Walker was not in attendance tonight; however, his report was received by Council. 
 MAYOR’S REPORT

Mayor Herzberger distributed a formula for the Police billing to Council.  The suggestion is to re-allocate routine patrols as it relates to response time.  Currently, Glen Rock is light on routine patrols when they have 21% of the response calls.   The new formula would actually allow Stewartstown Borough to pay less in police costs.  
PRESIDENT’S REPORT

A letter was received, along with the Notice of Withdrawal, from Southern Regional Police by New Freedom Borough.
The Planning Commission made a recommendation to approve consolidation of Lot 1 with Lot 2 of 20 Trout Lane, with the provision that the 50-foot right of way be retained along the boundary which would allow transportation between the two.  Mr. Kurtz made a motion to approve the consolidation seconded by Mr. Ellinger and the motion was carried. 

The Planning Commission did not take any action on the Ravenscliffe Subdivision because there was no representation from the Developer at the meeting. 

There was a request to review the current Ordinance as it regards to temporary signs in the Borough, North Hill Street especially.   It was agreed that the Ordinance may need to be reviewed and possibly rewritten because of the new types of signage.   Ms. Almony and Mr. Long will supply Council with a list and pictures of the signs in question.

Mr. Gemmill opened the one bid received for the snow plow work for the next 3 years.  The deadline was 3 pm today.  The only bidder was Larry Kunkle.  Mr. Kurtz made a motion to accept the bid that begins November 1, 2016 and ends October 30, 2019.  Ms. Bloom seconded and the motion was carried. 
Mr. Ellinger made a motion to approve the request by Glen Rock Borough for Fire Police assistance for Bark for the Park on September 24, 2016 and the Glen Rock Carolers, Christmas Eve, December 24-25, 2016.  Also the request from Red Lion Borough for Fire Police assistance for the Fall Fest and Haunted Mile on October 8th (rain date October 15th).  Mr. Burkins seconded and the motion was carried.

Please let Ms. Myers know if Council members plan to attend the York County Borough Association Annual Meeting by October 24, 2016. 

Ms. Bloom and Ms. Matthews attended a Blighted Property Webinar.   A Mini Property Maintenance Sample was forwarded to Attorney Sharnetzka and distributed to Council for review.

The Year-to-Date Budget should be reviewed for the November meeting.

There was a complaint from the resident at 31 Trout Lane regarding damage to their car because of the way the end of her driveway was paved during the paving project.   Mr. Gemmill will obtain more details and the issue will be tabled until the next meeting. 

There was a complaint regarding an area of cracked macadam on Charles Avenue.  The area will be checked and discussed at the next meeting if necessary. 

There being no further business, Mr. Ellinger made a motion to adjourn, seconded by Mr. Burkins and the Stewartstown Borough Council meeting adjourned at 8:05pm.
