September 6, 2016 Borough Council Meeting

The regular monthly meeting of the Stewartstown Borough Council was called to order at 7:00 p.m. In attendance were: Bill Gemmill, Roy Burkins, Kenton Kurtz, Michael Ellinger and Donna Bloom. Also in attendance were: Mayor Herzberger, Attorney Craig Sharnetzka, Stacy Myers, Dennis Sarpen and Ira Walker.  Polly Kreiss and Gordon Wisnom were absent. 
Mr. Gemmill chaired the meeting in Mr. Wisnom's absence. 

GENERAL BUSINESS
Mr. Ellinger made a motion to approve the minutes from the August 1, 2016 Council meeting with changes.  "Mr. Kreiss" needed to be changed to "Ms. Kreiss" and "Donnie Marstellar" replacing Aaron Manifold.  Also the last paragraph under "Operator's Report" needed to be moved to the last paragraph of "Engineer's Report".  Mr. Burkins seconded and the motion was carried.
Mr. Ellinger made a motion to approve the general fund financial statements, including checks dated July 21st thru September 2nd, 2016 totaling $85,534.36 seconded by Ms. Bloom and the motion was carried. 
Mr. Kurtz made a motion to approve the sewer fund financial statement, including checks dated July 21st thru September 2nd, 2016 totaling $264,166.89 seconded by Mr. Burkins and the motion was carried.  
Mr. Burkins made a motion to approve the water fund financial statement, including checks dated July 21st thru September 2nd, 2016 totaling $53,311.05 seconded by Ms. Bloom and the motion was carried. 
PUBLIC COMMENT

Council recognized Buck Buchanan, Council President of Shrewsbury Borough.  Mr. Buchanan spoke about the Police Department and the billing.  He says the billing for the police department should be based on 60% police hours, 20% population and 20% roads.  It should not be billed as police hours only because police hours fluctuate.  Currently, there is an imbalance.  Glen Rock has a tight budget and are billed for 30% routine patrol time and 70% response.  Stewartstown has a 66% patrol rate with a 34% response.  Mr. Buchanan feels the Police Commission needs to review and adjust the budget formula for 2017.   Shrewsbury Borough is willing to talk and compromise on the billing times.  Such discussion and compromise is needed for the future of the Police Department. 

SOLICITOR’S REPORT
Attorney Sharnetzka stated that the motion in the Shank case is still pending, he has not received any correspondence from the Court on this issue.
Attorney Sharnetzka discussed the extension of the temporary U&O for the Dollar General.  He states that the work is 95% complete; however, there were storm water issues that still need to be addressed.  Attorney Sharnetzka is not comfortable extending the temporary U&O too far into the future.  He suggested and received a confirmation via email from Dollar General to hold a $6,490 bond for the improvements and use if the work is not completed per the Engineer's satisfaction.  Ms. Bloom made a motion to request a $12,000 check from Dollar General with a signed Performance Agreement signed by the Council President or VP for the work to be completed by winter and the check will be held until next year to make sure everything is satisfactory.  Mr. Kurtz seconded and the motion was carried. 

Attorney Sharnetzka is verifying widths for the Right of Way on East Pennsylvania Avenue.  There is no Ordinance with a description.  The Right of Way should be 33 feet.  Measurement should be made from the center of the road for 16.5 feet on each side. 

The owner of Messina Plaza is considering a zoning change request of the Ordinance as it relates to Professional Center vs. Shopping Center. The biggest difference is that for a Professional center, the lot requirement is 2 acres.  For a Shopping Center, the requirement is a minimum of 3 acres.  Attorney Sharnetzka's opinion is that the owner could apply for a Special Exception with the Zoning Hearing Board rather than change the Ordinance.  The main tract is 1.49 acres, but 2 adjacent areas used for parking place the property at over 2 acres.  Attorney Sharnetzka will review the original Zoning Hearing Board decision.  The subject will be tabled for now.  
Attorney Sharnetzka exited the meeting. 

ENGINEER’S REPORT

Mr. Sarpen stated that he received a request regarding the Ravenscliffe development for a sewer planning exception.  There is water and sewer capacity for the project.  Mr. Kurtz made a motion to allow Mr. Wisnom to sign the Planning Exception for Ravensliffe.  Mr. Burkins seconded and the motion was carried.
Mr. Sarpen also received a revised subdivision plan for the Ravenscliffe property.  He made comments and returned to the developer.  He stated that the storm water management needs correcting. 

Mr. Sarpen stated the issue with rain water for 46 Mill Street is not a Borough issue.  The alley goes toward the back yard which has a pool, parking pad and no place for the water to go. 

Mr. Sarpen agrees that the 33 feet Right of Way for East Pennsylvania Avenue is correct.  The sink hole needs to be repaired.   Ms. Bloom made a motion to allow Aaron Manifold to fix the sink hole that is close to the utility pole for a cost of $300-$400.  Mr. Ellinger seconded and the motion was carried.

There will be an onsite meeting at the Dollar General to make sure the drainage is correct and dry.  Mr. Sarpen will send the meeting time for any Council members that want to attend. 

The Borough received the Chesapeake Bay Pollution Reduction plan.  There is no cost to be a part of the plan.  The Implementation phase may have some cost.  It was agreed to table the issue and wait for full Council and the Borough Solicitor for decisions. 

OPERATOR’S REPORT
Mr. Walker presented his report to Council. 
Mr. Burkins made a motion to approve the purchase of a new monitor and kit for the outdated air monitors at a cost not to exceed $1,000.  Mr. Ellinger seconded and the motion was carried. 
Mr. Burkins made a motion to approve the cost of the deductible of $2,500 for the passenger door for the backhoe that was damaged.  The total cost was $3,638.13, but it was submitted to insurance and the $2,500 is the deductible amount.  Ms. Bloom seconded and the motion was carried.   The door was damaged during the installation of the gas meter and line for the generator at Sewer Station #1.
 MAYOR’S REPORT

Mayor Herzberger reminded everyone about the library fundraiser, Red, Whites and Brews, which is scheduled for Saturday, September 10, 2016.
PRESIDENT’S REPORT

Mr. Kurtz made a motion to approve the fire police request for Barrens Soccer Club on Saturday, September 10th for their Opening Day.  Ms. Bloom seconded and the motion was carried.
Mr. Kurtz made a motion to advertise in the York Daily Record and York Dispatch for the snow removal bid for the 2016-2017, 2017-2018 and 2018-2019 winter seasons.  The bids must be received by 3:00 pm on October 3rd and will be reviewed at the meeting that evening.  Mr. Burkins seconded and the motion was carried. 

There being no further business, Mr. Ellinger made a motion to adjourn, seconded by Mr. Kurtz and the Stewartstown Borough Council meeting adjourned at 8:31 pm.
